The primary management issues at R & K Farms has been erosion, drainage and long term flooding. Over
the years they have incorporated grassed waterways and grassed filterstrips to assist with these managemet
issues. Theyalson LOO IDUP WKH DFUHV RI FRUQ DQG VR\EHDQV 7
the 2006 Conservation Security Program (CSP). They are currently maintaining their soil renewable rates for
these 2,400 acres. Fertilizer is applied using a precise grid or soil zone system so that fertilizer applications
applied only where needed. Crop field spraying overlap is also greatly reduced with technology guided by
satellites. An integrated Ohio State University and Field Crop Pest Management program is utilized using
crop scouting and pesticides are applied only where needed. They also have 12 acres of wetlands under a
perpetual conservation easement.

R & K Farms has been a host site for the Top of Ohio Drive It Yourself Tour. This is a two day event with
Friday open to school groups. They hosted 350 first and fourth grade students at their farm.
