67TH ANNUAL MEETING  
Please join us for the 67th Logan Soil and Water Conservation District Annual Meeting, August 11, 2010 at 
the Logan SWCD office, 324 Co. Rd. 11, Bellefontaine, Ohio.  The meeting will be from 3:00 PM to 6:00 PM  
where there will be an election for one Logan SWCD Supervisor position for a three year term commencing 
January 1, 2011  (Please watch for Supervisor candidateõs bios in the Logan SWCD Summer newsletter). Vot-
ing will close at 5:00 PM.   

Residents or landowners, firms, and corporations that own land or occupy land in Logan County and are 18 
years of age and older may vote for Supervisor.  A non-resident landowner, firm or corporation must provide 
a notarized      affidavit of eligibility, which includes designation of a voting representative, prior to casting a 
ballot. In appreciation to Logan County residents and landowners, cookies and punch will be served. 

Soil and Water Conservation Districts, located in all 88 counties, are legal subdivisions of state government 

that     provide natural resource management assistance to county landowners and other units of govern-
ment.  The district is funded by the Logan County Commissioners, and county funds are supplemented by 
funding from the Ohio  Department of Natural Resources.  The district is governed by a five-member, 
elected board of county residents.  The soil and water conservation district board members are a volunteer 
board and are not paid for serving on the district boards.   

2010 Envirothon 

On May 4, 2010 the Area IV Envirothon was held at Voice of America Park 
in West Chester, Ohio. The Envirothon is an outdoor natural resources 
competition for high school students.  The students are tested on their 

knowledge of soils, forestry, aquatics, wildlife and a current environmental 

issue. The top four teams from the Area IV Envirothon continue on to the 
State Envirothon in June. 

A training day for the Logan County Envirothon teams was held on April 
29, 2010 at the Kirkmont Center. Teams from Bellefontaine, Indian Lake 
and Riverside were trained by experts in the five subject areas.
